Money talks

Eskom asked an energy efficiency expert to work out the
energy and costs needed to heat an average-sized room
to 18°C and keep the temperature constant for one month.
The study showed that the cost of heating the room from | 1°C
to 18°C was significantly more than maintaining a constant
temperature and due to South Africa’s low electricity tariffs;
electricity is always the more cost-effective heating option.

Heating the room:
- with electricity R 24.17 - with gas R 50.81
Maintaining the room’s temperature for 24 hours:

- with electricity R 3.29 - with gas R 6.91

Heating and maintaining the room temperature
for 30 days:
- with electricity R 122.87 - with gas R 258.11
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
